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The Human Rights Protection Forum distributed clothes to over
300 poor and needy people in Sukkur and Dadu's Tharrhi
Mohabbat, while dowry was distributed to 12 poor and needy
women in Rohri.

Human Rights Protection Forum Lawyers in Lawyer wing are
protesting against human rights violations.
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Human Rights Protection Forum in Sukkur organized a seminar
on honor killing to create awareness among the people.
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A seminar was organized by the Human Rights Protection Forum
in Faizganj, Taluka of Khairpur Mirs district, to provide
complete information about Corona. Expert doctors informed the
people present at the seminar about the vaccine, after which
people were advised to get vaccinated.




The Human Rights Protection Forum has installed hand pumps
in various areas of Taluka Nagarparkar and Taluka Islamkot of
District Tharparkar to provide clean drinking water. This soil is
desert and drinking water is very difficult for people to get, total
200 people of the nearby area and strangers from different places
will get the drinking water with ease.




The Human Rights Protection Forum has installed solar pumps for
drinking water in the areas of the Diplo tehsil in Tharparkar district,
providing access to clean water for 250 people of backward and
remote area where the access to water is not possible normally
because the circumstances of land.
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The Human Rights Protection Forum conducted seminar in Thari Mirwah,
Taluka of Khairpur Mirs, District Sukkur, Sukkur Division and Mirpur Mathelo,
Headquarters of Ghotki District. In which people got awareness regarding the

rights of humans as they can protect their lives and can live peacefully and
honorarily.
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A meeting was held in the central head office under the chairmanship of

Mr. Mahboob Chang, the central chairman of the general bodies, in which the
central and provincial leaders participated in the meeting and the meeting was
called by the central general secretary Mr. Muhammad Azam Solangi for the
rehabilitation of the rain victims. Meeting was conducted about the relief of
flood affected people which were offered relief in the form of tents, rashan
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During the Human Rights Protection Forum, provided rations, warm clothes, bedding, rain
shelters, and plastic tarpaulins to over 16,000 flood-affected areas, and distributed
biryani, saving the affected families from hunger, thirst, and cold of different areas of
Sindh like, Jamshoro, sukkur, Khairpur, Faiz Ganj, Thari Mirwah, PAno AAkil, Ghotki etc.. .
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Workers of the Human Rights Protection Forum went door to door in flood-

hit areas of different districts and delivered rations and prepared biryani.
More than 3000 families were provided the daily life necessity items.




Human Rights Protection Forum Team visited a school in Taluka Faizganj and
provided school uniforms, school bags and stationery to the 5000 poor and

talented children.
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The Human Rights Protection Forum distributed warm clothes to about 400

deserving children in various schools in Taluka Sakrand of Shaheed Benazir
District.




The Human Rights Protection Forum provided seeds of various
vegetables and Spade to 270 residents of Faizganj so that they

could grow vegetables and earn a living and raise their children.
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The Human Rights Protection Forum team protected the poor people from the cold wave
by putting warm clothes on the 50 people sleeping on sidewalks of Hyderabad's city

center.




Every year, during the month of Ramadan, the Human Rights Protection
Forum organizes Iftars in various cities of Sindh, including its head office.
Daily 1000 to 1200 fast keepers break their fast in different cities of the
province.
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Human Rights Protection Forum distributed clothes to 125 innocent children

in Sehwan Taluka of Jamshoro District.




Human Rights Protection Forum held a peaceful protest demanding the arrest of the murderers of
journalist Jan Muhammad Mehar, Nasrullah Gadani and A.D. Sher in Sukkur, Ghotki and Thari
Mirwah and demanded that the government provide justice in a timely manner.
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Human Rights Protection Forum held rallies in various districts of Sindh on

the occasion of August 14 Independence Day.




The Human Rights Protection Forum held protest rallies in various districts of
Sindh on February 5 to protest the injustice being done to Kashmiris.
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The Human Rights Protection Forum organized one-day medical camps in various cities of
Sindh including, Moro, Pano Akil, Dadu, Naushehro during the floods to provide treatment
to patients suffering from various diseases. More than 5000 patientswere diagnosed and
treated for free.
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The Human Rights Protection Forum is continuing its efforts to save lives by
organizing blood donation camps for 600 thalassemia patients in various cities
of Sindh, including Nara, Badin, and Karachi.

During the flood, the Human Rights Protection Forum set up camps in different districts
and collected food and supplies and distributed them to the 1000 or more affected

people.
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HRPF arranged veterinary medical camp where many cattles were treated and vaccinated
against fatal diseases.
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HRPF team collected fund in the streets of town Daharki and distributed rashan among
of Ghotki District.




HRPF team along with notables of community arranged visits to different people of kacha
community for settlement of tribal wars killing many masses.




Human Rights Protection Forum Central Chairman Mr. Mehboob Chang and team met with DIG
Sukkur Mr. Javed Jaskani regarding human rights violations and poor law and order situation in

Ghotki district.
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The Human Rights Protection Forum organized a seminar against
child labor in Pano Aqil city of Sukkur district and Khairpur Mirs
district to educate the people.
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The Human Rights Protection Forum organized a seminar to promote education in
Faizganj City, Pakka Chang, Taluka of Khairpur Mirs District, in which Dr. Ali Gohar Chang,
an education scholar associated with education, participated as a lecturer and a large
number of students. A speech competition was held in the seminar and the successful
students were given shield awards and certificates as awards. School uniforms were also

given to 120 poor students.
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Human Rights Protection Forum distributed Eid ration to 100 widowed

women during the month of Ramadan.
